Texas Charter School Academic & Athletic League (TCSAAL) Code of Conduct and General Rules
2009 – 2010 School Year
1. Sportsmanship

Strong sportsmanship is the number one priority of the Texas Charter School Academic & Athletic League.  Verbal abuse of the officials will not be tolerated.  The player may be ejected from the game and suspended for an additional 2 games.  If conduct persists from the same team, official has the right to declare a forfeit.  This applies to fans as well.

Fighting will not be tolerated.  1) If 2 players get into a shoving/wrestling match, they may be ejected.  2) If punches are thrown, they will be ejected and may be suspended 2 games. Or more at the discretion of TCSAAL 3)Any players leaving the sidelines may be ejected.

Trash talking, racial or religious remarks will not be tolerated.  Players will be ejected immediately.

If any player/coach bumps or assaults referee, his team will forfeit the game and all money will be forfeited.  League reserves the right to suspend any player or team for unsportsmanlike conduct.  ALL money will be forfeited.

Teams may be put on warning for verbal abuse, fighting, littering or any action that is deemed unsportsmanlike by the referees or the league.  Teams are not required to get a warning, your warning is stated in these rules at the start of the season.

No littering on fields.  Excessive littering on the grounds for disqualification from future games and fines.  Please pick up your teams trash, so we can use the facilities in the future.

No alcohol is allowed on premises.  It is illegal.  Thank you.

Protest – a coach has the right to protest an official’s interpretation of the rules provided that the protest is made immediately before the next live ball.  A coach may also protest a player’s eligibility.

Please remember that this is a charter school volleyball league.  The referees and league will give all their effort to provide your team with comparable competition.  Most importantly, HAVE FUN.
The referees will have the final say on what is and is not unsportsmanlike conduct. 
2. Payment

Payment is due on or before the dates assigned to each activity in the recruitment packet. If payment is not received before your teams 3rd game of the regular season then your school will be forced to forfeit the 3rd game and every game thereafter until payment is received. Your school will not be able to reschedule any games that were forfeited due to non-payment.
3. How many teams / players from my division will make the playoffs?
The amount of teams that make the playoffs from each division is determined by how many teams are in the division. The following list is for soccer, volleyball, flag football, baseball, softball and middle school basketball. (Varsity basketball, track & field, and cross country see below).

4. Home Team Responsibilities
The home team is responsible for the following: 

Taking care of the score board

For volleyball and basketball: The home team is responsible for providing the facility for the game. If they fail to do so, they will forfeit the game. 

Home teams are eligible to require a door fee for games. It is not the practice of TCSAAL to impose standards for this process. However our recommendation is that schools charge $1 for students and $2 for adults. Coaches and players should get in for free.

5. Stat Tracking
Each School is responsible for tracking and submitting their own stat pages for their team only. It will not be the responsibility of TCSAAL to track down missing stat pages if they are not submitted then your school will have a blank in their team stats. It is not the responsibility of TCSAAL to validate all stats. Stat Tracking will be handled on the honor system and will be signed off by each head coach. 

Coaches will have to record the stats to the best of their abilities in order to make sure that all stats are accurate. If a school is found to intentionally be manipulating stats then they will receive punishment to be determined by the TCSAAL board including the potential of suspension without reimbursement.
6. All Region and State Teams:
TCSAAL will be honoring top athletes by picking all region and all state teams. More information to come.

7. All School Award

Starting in the 2009-2010 school year we will be having an all school award for both middle school and high school. The all school award will be awarded based upon a schools involvement and their success in athletic and academic competitions. Every activity your school participates in will be worth a point towards your overall school’s score, for example, boys middle school basketball is worth a point and middle school chess team is worth a point. Your school will earn an extra point for each athletic team that makes it to State. And a school earns 4 points for finishing 1st at state in either academic or athletic competitions, 3 points for second, 2 points for third, and 1 point for fourth. If we do not distinguish between 3rd and 4th place finish then both school will earn 2 points. At the end of the year the school that has acquired the most points will be declared the recipient of the All School Award for their commitment to excellence and by offering their students a wide variety of extracurricular activities.  

8. Player eligibility

All participants must be an enrolled student at their respective school at the time of the activity.  All players must maintain a passing GPA in all of their classes core and electives a 70 average is the minimum that TCSAAL allows for participants to be able to play in the games. Participants are still allowed to practice with the team and sit on the sidelines with their team. TCSAAL believes that sports and extracurricular activities are a great incentive to help kids keep their grades up, we want students to work hard in order to be eligible to participate.  No pass-no play is enforced by the individual schools and is maintained on the honor system. If a student is passing on progress reports then they are eligible to play. The time between progress reports is determined by the school.
9. Uniforms: All players are required to have appropriate uniforms see individual sports rules.
10. Trophies: All teams that make it to state will receive a school trophy. Individuals will receive medals at track & field and Cross country events as well as academic events. (It is left up to the school to decide if they want to host their own award ceremonies and give out individual trophies).
11. Complaints to TCSAAL: Any school wishing to make a complaint about an issue at an event or any issue with TCSAAL must do so in writing, an email will suffice. Any complaints made over the phone or in person we not be investigated. This allows us to have formal documentation on order to maintain proper records. Complaints must be made by either School administration coaches or athletic directors. Complaints from anybody else such as parents and students will not be heard. (These individuals need to take their complaints to the proper person at their school.

Unruly behavior will not be tolerated and will result in you and your child being banned from TCSAAL activities. There will be no refunds. This decision is at the sole discretion of the TCSAAL Board.  
Unruly behavior includes: Cursing or yelling at players, coaches and officials or violence and physical fighting against players, coaches, officials or other spectators and any other forms of un-sportsman like conduct.
