2009 State Math Olympiad





This past Saturday the Texas Charter School Academic & Athletic League hosted its first annual State-Wide Math Olympiad Competition at the Texas State Capitol. The competition had 9 High School teams and 8 middle school teams. The teams were from the Dallas and Houston area and had participated earlier in the month in TCSAAL regional meets in Dallas and Houston. The Math Olympiad competition is broken into three sections all based on TAKS math content. The first section is the test section of the competition where kids get 45 minutes to answer 45 questions worth 1 point per correct answer. The 5 team members’ scores are added together and they are counted towards the overall team score. The second round of the competition is the team question and answer
